to take the GED examination, who meet the following criteria: 

 
1. Students are recommended to The Literacy Council by programs/providers in our service area that offer GED 

preparation programs or classes. 

2. Students have completed a GED preparation course. 

3. Students have passed a GED practice exam and/or are deemed ready for the GED examination. 

4. Students demonstrate financial need, assessment based on Literacy Provider’s guidelines. 

5. Students who submit a completed GED scholarship application. 

6. Students will notify the provider of test results. 

7. The provider of GED preparation services will notify The Literacy Council of test results as Pass/Fail or 

Incomplete. 

8. Follow up will be made with in six months of completion and both provider and student will show good 

faith in completing follow up process. 

9. Other assistance (transportation and childcare) may be offered if the student shows financial need, proper 

documentation is required.
